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Vehicles involved

Concerning the type of vehicles involved in traffic

accidents, private cars form the largest group at

7,433 in number, or 31%, followed by goods vehicles

with 4,239 (18%), taxis 3,706 (16%) and motorcycles

2,914 (12%). If accident rate per 1,000 licensed

vehicles was used, then the highest accident

prone vehicle was franchised public buses (294),

followed by public light buses (240), taxis (205) and

motorcycles (108). The accident rate for private cars

is only 22, the lowest among all classes of vehicles

(Annex I).
